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1. Are applications eligible that include co-applicants which are established in different
Central Asian countries?

As stated in the Call for Proposals Guidelines, section “IV. ELIGIBILITY, Eligibility of applicants”,
“Lead Applicants must be legally registered in one of the Central Asian states (...)”. The five
Central Asian states are defined as “Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and
Uzbekistan”. It is further stated that “Co-applicants must satisfy the eligibility criteria as
applicable to the Lead Applicant.”.

2. Are applications eligible that propose to implement activities in multiple Central Asian
countries?

As stated in the Call for Proposals Guidelines, section “IV. ELIGIBILITY, Eligibility of Actions”,
“Actions shall take place in the territory of at least one of the five Central Asian states and be
targeted to make an impact in the border areas as defined in the section Scope of actions. (...)".

3. What is the timeline for the start of implementation of actions selected for funding?

Please refer to the Call for Proposals Guidelines, section “VII. INDICATIVE TIMELINE” for the
indicative timeline of this Call for Proposals. The start of the implementation of actions selected
for funding shall follow shortly after the signature of the grant contracts.

4. Can audit reports of previous projects be submitted instead of audit reports of the
financial statements of lead applicants?

As stated in the Call for Proposals Guidelines, section “V. HOW TO APPLY”, lead applicants must
“provide an audit report produced by an approved external auditor where it is available, and
always in cases where a statutory audit is required by EU or national law. That report shall certify
the accounts for up to the last 3 financial years available. In all other cases, the applicant shall
provide a self-declaration signed by its authorised representative certifying the validity of its
accounts for up to the last 3 financial years available.”. Monitoring and audit report of projects
that an applicant has carried out are not among the required documents.

5. Shall audit reports of co-applicants be submitted as a supporting document?
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As stated in the Call for Proposals Guidelines, section “V. HOW TO APPLY”, “The lead applicant
must provide an audit report produced by an approved external auditor where it is available,
and always in cases where a statutory audit is required by EU or national law. That report shall
certify the accounts for up to the last 3 financial years available. In all other cases, the applicant
shall provide a self-declaration signed by its authorised representative certifying the validity of
its accounts for up to the last 3 financial years available. The external audit report is not
required from (if any) of the co-applicant(s).”.

6. In which language shall the supporting documents be submitted?

As stated in the Call for Proposals Guidelines, section “V. HOW TO APPLY”, “Documents must be
supplied in the form of scanned versions of the originals (i.e. showing legible stamps, signatures
and dates). The documents in the national Central Asian languages shall be submitted along with
the certified translation into English or Russian.”.

7. What are the roles of lead applicants and co-applicants of an application?

Definition of lead applicant provided in the ICMPD Grant Management Rules (published on the
ICMPD website): “If proposals are submitted by several applicants, one applicant must assume
the role of lead applicant. The lead applicant is responsible for submitting an application and the
completeness of the application documents. All communication regarding an application shall
be channelled through the lead applicant. The other organisations involved in the application

next to the lead applicant are called "co-applicants".

8. Are applicants that have been established less than three years ago eligible for a grant?

Please refer to Call for Proposals Guidelines, section “IV. ELIGIBILITY” for the eligibility criteria of
the Call for Proposals.

9. What should applicants do if they are not sure which “business classification” and
“company category” they should choose during the registration procedure on the
electronic application portal?

When registering on the ICMPD electronic application portal, applicants shall fill in the sections
“business classification” and “company category” to the best of their knowledge, i.e. the
business classification and company category most applicable. The following business
classifications are available in Russian on the portal: OpraHusauma rpa*kaaHckoro obuiecTsa;
HenpasutenbctBeHHaa opraHmsaums; O6buwecTBeHHoe obbeanHeHne; ®oHa; HayuHo-
nccnenoBaTeNlbCKMii MHCTUTYT (rocygapcTBeHHbINM UK YacTHbil). If applicants do not find an
applicable company category they may use “Not applicable (NA)” (“HenpumeHumo (HM)”).

10. Is it allowed to include grant funds for the development or expansion of small
businesses, which are carried out by women locally?

ICMPD does not provide an assessment of the eligibility of applications or applicants at
application stage. Proposed actions should correspond to the requirements outlined in the Call
for Proposals Guidelines and help to reach the objectives of the Call for Proposals.
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11. What is meant by the research and analysis in the cross-border regions and related
areas?

As stated in the Call for Proposals Guidelines, section “Il. CALL FOR PROPOSALS” (priority areas),
“the project design and outcomes shall benefit the border areas population residing within the
internal borders of the Central Asian states.” Therefore, the priority area “1. Research and
analysis in the area of migration, cross-border and related areas” should entail activities
identified as research or analysis that are related to any topic of a direct relevance for the
communities living in the border regions.

12. Doyou consider children returned from the areas of terrorist activities as victims of THB?

The Call for Proposals Guidelines, section “Il. CALL FOR PROPOSALS”, provides the list of priority
areas in the framework of the call for proposals, one of which is “2. Awareness raising on
irregular migration and trafficking in human beings prevention, as well as on issues of concern
for population affected by migration;”. In this regard, the term ‘trafficking in human beings’
should be understood strictly, as defined in the international instruments, such as United
Nations Convention against Transnational Organized Crime and the Protocols Thereto (aka
Palermo Protocol, 2000).

13. How exactly the women entrepreneurship will be supported? What kind of activities this
entail?

As specified in the Call for Proposals Guidelines, section “Il. CALL FOR PROPOSALS” , actions can
address the following priority area: “4. Support to entrepreneurship, including social
entrepreneurship initiatives, of all groups of population and among women, as a special
category”. The activities within any priority area should be proposed by the applicants, must
correspond to the priority area(s) thematically and must be in line with the eligibility criteria
outlined in the Call for Proposals Guidelines, section “IV. ELIGIBILITY”.

14. Is it eligible that applications address more than one priority area?

As specified in the Call for Proposals Guidelines, section “Il. CALL FOR PROPOSALS”, “applications
shall fall under one of the (...) priority areas”. This should be understood as at least one of the
priority areas should be addressed. Therefore, applications can address more than one priority
area.

15. When it comes to the support of women's entrepreneurship, is it required to implement
activities in the border areas only or is it allowed to do so throughout the whole Sughd
region?

As stated in the Call for Proposals Guidelines, section “ll. CALL FOR PROPOSALS, Scope of
Actions”, “applications shall target the (...)mentioned priority areas with the implementation
benefiting the population residing in at least one border area of the five Central Asian states”.
In accordance with the Call for Proposals Guidelines, part Il, section “Scope of Actions”, for
Tajikistan, the border areas in their entirety are considered the following regions and districts:
“the Khatlon region, the Sughd region, the Lakhsh district, the Rasht district, the Rudaki district,
the Shahrinav district, the Murghob district, and the Tursunzoda district”.
