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1. Can applicants located in Bishkek submit an applicaiton?

As stated in the Call for Proposals Guidelines, section “IV. ELIGIBILITY, Eligibility of applicants”,
“In order to be eligible, the Lead Applicants must be legally registered in one of the Central
Asian states (...)”. In addition, it is stated in section “IV. ELIGIBILITY, Eligibility of Actions”,
“Actions shall take place in the territory of at least one of the five Central Asian states and be
targeted to make an impact in the border areas as defined in the section Scope of actions. (...)".

The grants will not be awarded to local authorities®
or governmental institutions.” It is further stated in footnote 4: “Here and throughout the
document, “local authorities” refer to public authorities at the decentralised level in the Central
Asian border regions.”

4. Can an application address more than one priority area?

CALL FOR PROPOSALS”, “applications
shall fall under one of the (...) priority areas”. This should be understood as at least one of the
priority areas should be addressed. Therefore, applications can address more than one priority
area.

This
applies to lead applicants and co-applicants”.

8. Which format shall the self-declaration for the validity of the financial accounts have?

As stated in the Call for Proposals Guidelines for Applicants, section “V. HOW TO APPLY”, “The
lead applicant must provide an audit report produced by an approved external auditor where it
is available, and always in cases where a statutory audit is required by EU or national law.” If this
does not apply to an applicant, they may submit a self-declaration, which shall be “signed by its
authorised representative certifying the validity of its accounts for up to the last 3 financial years
available” (Call for Proposals Guidelines for Applicants, section V. HOW TO APPLY). No template
for this declaration is provided. The document must be signed by a legal representative of the
applicant.

9. What percent of the budget can be allocated to HR?

10. What supporting documents shall applicants submit if their organisation has never had
an audit?

Please refer to the Call for Proposals Guidelines for Applicants, section “V. HOW TO APPLY”, “The
lead applicant must provide an audit report produced by an approved external auditor where it
is available, and always in cases where a statutory audit is required by EU or national law. That
report shall certify the accounts for up to the last 3 financial years available. In all other cases,
the applicant shall provide a self-declaration signed by its authorised representative certifying
the validity of its accounts for up to the last 3 financial years available. The external audit
report is not required from (if any) of the co-applicant(s).”. Applicants shall submit the
documents that are available for their organisation.

11. In the Annex A — Application form, section “FINANCIAL INFORMATION”, in which
currency should the turnover for 2019 — 2020 — 2021 be presented?

Applicants shall present the turnover in the currency of the country of establishment of the lead
applicant and, if available, in Euro.

12. If an application is awarded a grant, how are the costs of an action covered?
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Applicants that are selected for funding require to go through the contracting procedure, before
they are offered a grant contract to become beneficiaries. Upon contract signature, beneficiaries
receive a pre-financing payment. Subsequent payments are based on the reporting timeline
outlined in the grant contract. Additional information can be found in the grant contract
templates available for download on the ICMPD electronic application platform (in English).

13. Q: Can an economic organisation that works with social projects in Turkmenistan apply?

As stated in the Call for Proposals Guidelines, section “IV. ELIGIBILITY, Eligibility of applicants”,
“In order to be eligible, the Lead Applicants must be legally registered in one of the Central Asian
states and be one of the following types of non-profit organisations: Civil society Organisation;
Non-Governmental Organisation; Public Association; Foundation; Research institution (public or
private). Grants will not be awarded to profit-making organisations.” It is further stated in the
section “IV. ELIGIBILITY, Eligibility of actions”, “Actions shall take place in the territory of at least
one of the five Central Asian states and be targeted to make an impact in the border areas as
defined in the section Scope of actions. {...)".

14. Which supporting documents shall applicants submit if they have not had any income in
2020 and 20217

lead applicant must provide an audit report produced by an approved external auditor where it
is available, and always in cases where a statutory audit is required by EU or national law.

In all other cases,
the applicant shall provide a self-declaration signed by its authorised representative certifying
the validity of its accounts for up to the last 3 financial years available. The external audit report
is not required from (if any) of the co-applicant(s).”. Applicants shall submit the documents that
are available for their organisation providing details of their finances of the years requested.

Applicants shall indicate their tax registration number with the respective government
authorities, if such tax registration number is available.

16. Why are applicants required to justify the absence of co-financing?

Co-financing is one of the principles of ICMPD grant management. The absence of co-financing
must therefore always be duly justified.

17. What currency should the Annex B - Budget be prepared in?
The Annex B — Budget of the application shall be prepared in Euro.

18. What should applicants indicate in the section “registration number” of the Annex C —
Legal entity form?

Applicants shall indicate their registration number in the national register of organisations with
the respective government authorities, if such registration number is available.
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19. Can applicants procure equipment such as a computer or printer?
